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Bruno Grizzo marked the launch of his eponymous collection in 2006 by 
winning two coveted GenArt style awards: one for eveningwear and a 
second for ready-to-wear. He is the only recipient to have been honored 
with two awards in the same year.

Grizzo debuted a tight collection of eight dresses, each one based on a 
woman’s wardrobe essential: lingerie, t-shirt, shirt, sweater, denim jacket, 
suit jacket, coat and evening dress. the semblance of simplicity in his 
designs floats on a sea of fastidious details: hand-sewn hems, grosgrain 
ribbon set into collars, street influenced hardware and corsetry techniques, 
as well as their intricate cut and tailoring. By draping and cutting garments 
himself, Grizzo dexterously eliminates seams—his lingerie dress has but one 
seam—or he changes the grain of the fabric in order to alter the way the 
dress hugs the figure—the t-shirt dress is cut on the cross-grain so that the 
natural structure of the fabric prevents it from clinging to the body.

Grizzo is design director of the luxury knitwear label Whim. For Autumn/
Winter 2007 he is creating innovative ways to use cashmere, conceiving 
knitwear as a canvas for new proportions, silhouettes, and combinations 
of couture-esque shapes and street-influenced american sportswear.

From his first apprenticeships in paris in the mid-nineties, where he worked 
with the house of Lanvin and Jose Lévy, Grizzo’s design impulses have 
been driven by his predilection for fabric and his preoccupation with 
structure. The most telling influence on the young designer’s workmanship 
dates from the years he assisted at frank tignino couture. While designing 
at this repository of New York chic in the late nineties, he mastered the arts 
of draping, patternmaking and extensive hand-finishing techniques.
